Electrical equipment – has it been PAT tested 

Fire (flammable materials being stored ?) - see the fire warden for your area

VDU users – see check list in H&S Pack
Chemicals, Dust, Fume, Gases - see COSHH assessment
Equipment must have service maintenance agreement

Working at height  see manual handling assessment


	Have you already taken precautions against the risks from the hazards listed.

Is there adequate information or procedures in place.

Read your copy of the departmental Health and Safety Pack available from the General Office

Have you identified a need for additional training ?

What group of people do these hazards effect;

Contractors, Work Experience placements, Visitors

Seek advice - from the named safety contact (supervisor) for your area or one of the safety advisors, see list on Safety notice board by the General Office
	What can you reasonably do for those risks which you found were not adequately controlled 

Apply the principles below when taking further action, if possible in the following order:-

1. Remove the risk completely

2. Try a less risky option 

3. Prevent access to the hazard (e.g. by guarding)

4. Organise work to reduce exposure to the hazard

5. Issue personal protective equipment

6. Provide welfare facilities (e.g. washing facilities for removal of contamination and first aid.)
